Day 1:- Arrive Colombo / Transfer to Dambulla. En-route visit Pinnawala Elephant Orphanage.

(Dinner)

Welcome to Sri Lanka, clear immigration and proceed to Dambulla.

Enroute, we will proceed to visit Elephant Orphanage at Pinnawala. & Spice Garden.

App. 55 miles from Colombo, off the Colombo - Kandy road is Pinnawala, where an orphanage was
started in 1975 to house the abandoned and the wounded elephants. The number of elephants has
increased to more than 65 now; including Baby Elephants brought from various parts, as well as the 23
babies born, as a result of the captive breeding program.

Later transfer to hotel in Dambulla and Check-in.
Dinner & Overnight in Dambulla.

Day 2:- Dambulla Sightseeing. Visit Sigiriya Rock Fortress and Dambulla Cave Temple.

(Breakfast & Dinner)
Today after breakfast, get ready for visit to Sigiriya.
Sigiriya is a “World Heritage Site” and the S5th Century “Fortress in the Sky” which is perhaps the most
fantastic single wonder of the Island. It is also known as Lion Rock because of the huge lion that used to
stand at the entrance to the Palace on the summit of the 600-foot high rock. On its summit are the
foundations of the Royal Palace, Water Tanks to supply water and all other buildings and at the edges
the guardhouses.



= Later visit Dambulla Cave Temple.
= Dambulla cave is a vast isolated rock mass 500 feet high and a mile around the base. Here is found the

famous Rock Temple dating to the First Century B.C. In the first Cave is a recumbent image of the
Buddha 471t long cut out of the Rock. There are images of deities associated with Buddhism all around.

= In the evening back to hotel.
= Dinner & Overnight in Dambulla.

Day 3:- Depart Dambulla / Arrive Kandy. City Tour of Kandy with Temple of the Sacred
Tooth Relic. Evening Kandy Cultural Show.
(Breakfast & Dinner)

= Today after breakfast, checkout from hotel and proceed to Kandy.
= Visit Temple of the Sacred Tooth Relic - ever since 4th Century A.D, when the Buddha's Tooth was

brought to Sri Lanka hidden from sacrilegious hands in an Orissan princess' hair, the Relic has grown in
repute and holiness in Sri Lanka and throughout the Buddhist world. It is considered Sri Lanka's most
prized possession.

= We will then continue with City Tour of Kandy.

= Visit Gem Gallery: The world’s best gems are available in Sri Lanka. You will be lucky to buy pure and
valuable gems in Sri Lanka for a competitive price. You can buy gold and silver jewelry at your choice.
= Later in Evening witnesses the colorful Kandy Cultural Show.



= Dinner & Overnight in Kandy.

Day 4:- Depart Kandy / Arrive Nuwara Eliya. Enroute Visit Ramboda Falls, Ramboda
Hanumanji Temple.
(Breakfast & Dinner)

= Today after breakfast, checkout from hotel and proceed to Nuwara Eliya.

= Enroute visit Hanumanji Temple in Ramboda and Ramboda Falls.

= Located on a summit of the picturesque mountain in Ramboda, the Sri Bhakta Hanuman Temple is one
of the important Hanuman Temples in Sri Lanka. It is one of important sites of the Ramayana Trail in Sri
Lanka. An 18ft statue of Lord Hanuman towers at the entrance which is the tallest Hanuman statue in Sri
Lanka. This temple was constructed in 1999 and it is believed that Hanuman was searching for Sita Devi
and still there are some Ramayana facts available in this area e.g. a village called “Ravana Goda” close
to this Bhakta Hanuman Temple.
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= The Tamil word for Ramboda, Rampadai, means “Rama’s force”, this is why Ramboda is believed to be



the area where Rama collected his troops. Also it is believed this was the place where Lord Hanuman
took rest while on his way to search Sita.

= Later Visit Ramboda Falls, and transfer to Nuwara Eliya.

= In the evening, arrive Nuwara Eliya Hotel & Check-in.

= Dinner & Overnight in Nuwara Eliya.

Day 5:- Visit Seetha Amman Temple and Ashoka Vatika. Hakgala Botanical Gardens.

(Breakfast & Dinner)
= Today after Breakfast, we will proceed for some of the most famous sightseeing in and around Nuwara
Eliya.

Visit Seetha Amman Temple / Ashoka Vatika.

Seetha Amman Temple is located halfway between the highland village Sita Eliya. The place where Sita
lived most of the time of her captivity on the island of Lanka. After she refused to stay in Ravana's
magnificent palace she was transferred to Ashok Vatika or Ashokavanam where she lived under Ashoka

trees.

= Later visit Gregory Lake for Boat ride.

= We will proceed to Victoria Park & Hakgala Botanical Gardens.

= Four miles south east of Nuwara Eliya is another prominent peak, Hakgala. At its foot lie the Hakgala
Botanical Gardens, and above it is the Hakgala Strict Nature Reserve. The gardens 55 acres in extent is
smaller and less exotic than the Peradeniya Royal Botanical Gardens, but at 5,600 feet (1,707 meters)
elevation the species of flora are quite different.




= Dinner & Overnight in Nuwara Eliya.

Day 6:- Depart Nuwara Eliya / Arrive Bentota. Enroute Visit St. Clairs Falls & Devon Falls.
Optional White Water Rafting.
(Breakfast & Dinner)

= Today after breakfast, check out from the hotel and head towards Bentota.

= En-route Witness St Clairs Falls & Devon Falls.

= St. Clair's Falls is one of the widest waterfalls in Sri Lanka and is commonly known as the "Little Niaga
ra of Sri Lanka". It is one of six waterfalls affected by the Upper Kotmale Hydropower Project.

= And the Devon Waterfalls is one of the most beautiful cascades of Sri Lanka, located at close to Talawa
kelle town. A walk through a plantation will get you closer to Devon Falls.

= Rest of the day is free for Optional White Water Rafting at Kitulgala.

= Arrive at the hotel in Bentota and Check-in.
= Rest of the evening is free for leisure.
= Dinner & Overnight in Bentota.

Day 7:- Maadu River Boat Ride, Kosgoda Turtle Hatchery & Water Sports Activity.
(Breakfast & Dinner)
= In the morning, we will proceed for Bentota Water Sports.
= Bentota is famous for water activities and we will whole day today with fun filled Boat Ride and Water
Sports Activity.
= Qur package includes one round of Jet Ski, Banana Ride & Tube Ride.



= Later proceed for Maadu River Ride, The estuary of the Madu Ganga river is a complex coastal
ecosystem of mangroves and islands. It may be one of the last remaining tracts of pristine mangrove
forests in Sri Lanka.

= We then proceed to Kosgoda Turtle Hatchery.

= Turtle Hatchery is a turtle conservation center located along the coast of the Indian Ocean at Kosgoda. It
is one of the must-visit places in Bentota during your Sri Lanka Tour.

= Dinner & Overnight in Benota.

Day 8:- Depart Bentota / Arrive Colombo. Colombo City Tour with Gangaramaya Temple.
Visit Lotus Tower.

(Breakfast & Dinner)
Today after Breakfast you will checkout from hotel in Bentota and transfer to Colombo.
Arrive Colombo and proceed for City Tour of Colombo.
The City tour will be a drive through the city taking you to the busy commercial areas as well as the
tree-lined residential, Cinnamon Gardens. Visit Fort, the former British administrative centre and
military garrison, Sea Street - the Goldsmith’s quarters in the heart of Pettah, the Bazaar area, where is
also a Hindu Temple with elaborate stone carvings and the Dutch Church of Wolfendhal dating back to
1749. Also visit the BMICH, see the replica of Avukana Buddha and Independence Square.
Visit famous Gangaramaya Temple and Lotus Tower.

= Visit Lotus Tower, Colombo’s tallest building. In Sinhala, Lotus Tower is called ‘Nelum Kulana.” With a
height of 356 meters, this tower is the tallest in South Asia, the eleventh tallest in Asia, and nineteenth
