Day 1:- Arrive Hochiminh City (Saigon). Hochiminh City Tour with War Remnants Museum.
Free time for Shopping.
(Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner)

= Arrive Ho Chi Minh City (Saigon) and clear immigration.
= Freshen-up at Airport and proceed for breakfast at Indian Restaurant.
= After breakfast, proceed for City Tour of Ho Chi Minh.

Get versed with important
historical facts about this building and some French colonial structures, the Notre Dame Cathedral,
General Post Office, The City Hall and the last one is Opera House.

= Take an entrance to The War Remnants Museum. It’s a must visit for anyone wanting to understand
more about the Vietnam war and its effects. War Remnant Museum leaves nothing to the imagination
and puts front and centre the horrors of First Indochina War and the Vietham War.



After City Tour, Lunch at Indian Restaurant.

Post lunch, arrive at Hotel and Check-in (Check-in time from 2pm onwards).

Evening is free for leisure and shopping. Visit some famous local market of Ho Chi Minh and spend few
hours there shopping for local Vietnamese products.

Dinner at Indian restaurant.
Post Dinner, Transfer back to the hotel.
Overnight in Ho Chi Minh.

Day 2:- Visit Tay Ninh - Cao Dai Temple and Black Virgin Mountain.

(Breakfast & Dinner)
After breakfast. We will proceed to to Tay Ninh and visit Cao Dai Temple and Black Virgin Mountain.
Arrive at the Cao Dai Temple, the Holy See of the Cao Dai religion. Admire the temple's unique
architecture, which combines elements of Buddhism, Christianity, Taoism, and Confucianism. Witness
the noon prayer ceremony, a spiritual and colourful experience featuring traditional music and chanting.
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= Next, head to Black Virgin Mountain, the highest peak in Southern Vietnam. Take a cable car to the
summit, where you'll visit the Great Buddha statue, pagodas, and other spiritual landmarks. Enjoy
panoramic views of Tay Ninh and capture stunning landscape photos.

= Back to Ho Chi Minh and proceed for Dinner.

= Dinner at Indian restaurant.

= Qvernight in Ho Chi Minh.

Day 3:- Cu Chi Tunnels. Depart Ho Chi Minh — Flight to Danang / Arrive Danang.
Evening Visit Dragon Bridge.
(Breakfast & Dinner)
= After breakfast at hotel, checkout and then we will proceed for the famous attraction of Cu Chi Tunnels.
= Cu Chi is the amazing site where Viet Cong hid during the War. It is now a popular spot for both
Vietnamese and foreign tourists - the network of over 200km of tunnels became legendary when they
played a vital role in the War. In their heyday, the tunnels were functioning underground cities including
numerous trap doors, specially constructed living areas, storage facilities, weapons factories, field
hospitals, command centers & kitchens.

= There is plenty of evidence of the fierce battle that took place here during the 1960s when Cu Chi was a
"Free Target Zone". Visitors can watch a short introductory video showing how the tunnels were
constructed before entering the tunnels. Spend the next hour exploring the tunnels. Afterwards, enjoy
tea, cassava (guerrilla’s food in war time).



= After Cu Chi Tunnels, transfer to Saigon Airport to board flight to Danang.
= Arrive Danang and proceed for dinner.

= Dinner at Indian Restaurant.

= Later visit Dragon Bridge.

= Da Nang's Dragon Bridge is the world's largest dragon-shaped steel bridge. His 2,185-foot-long bridge
shaped like an undulating golden dragon is the most famous bridge over the Han River in downtown
Danang. During night, the massive dragon head on the east end of the bridge releases bursts of flames
and water in a spectacular night show. Prepare to get wet if you stand on the bridge near the head.
Otherwise, you can view the spectacle from the river bank along Tran Hung Dao Street or many of the
nearby rooftop bars.

= Arrive at hotel and check-in.

= Overnight in Danang.

Day 4:- Cable Car Ride in Ba Na Hills. Visit Golden Bridge. Fantasy Park.
(Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner)



= After breakfast at hotel, proceed for the most famous sightseeing of Danang.

® Visit Bana Hills. Take Cable Car which gains 5 world scores to Bana hills station. Stop at By Night
station to visit Vong Nguyet hills, Old wine tunnel, The Old Villas of French. Continue moving up by
cable car to the Nui Chua Mountain — the top of Ba Na range, visiting Nginh Phong top, Le Nim Villas,
Orchid Garden.

= You should not miss walking on the Golden Bridge amid the foggy hills of the mountain, enjoy the
gorgeous view of Da Nang City.

= Lunch at Bana Hills.

= In the afternoon, Visit Fantasy Park in Danang.

= Multiple indoor and outdoor facilities of world standards are available in the park. It won’t be wrong to
say that it is the first of its kind and equipped with entertaining and joyful activities.

= Park theme is a novel concept and it takes you to the center of the earth with its twenty thousand
leagues, claimed a French writer Jules Verne.

= Dinner at Indian restaurant.

= Overnight in Danang.

Day 5:- Visit The Marble Mountain and Linh Ung Pagoda. Basket Boat Ride.
Evening Hoi An Town with Lantern Boat Ride.
(Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner)

= After breakfast at hotel, proceed to visit The Marble Mountains.

= Welcome to Marble Mountains. This riveting attraction outside Da Nang City is part historical treasure,
part natural wonder, part spiritual setting, and totally beautiful.

= Marble Mountains is a group of five limestone peaks situated seven kilometres from downtown Da
Nang. The five karsts (called Ngu Hanh Son in Vietnamese) are named after the five elements: Kim
(metal), Thuy (water), Moc (wood), Hoa (fire) and Thé (earth). Over centuries, Marble Mountains has
held special significance for the people of Central Vietnam.

= Later we will visit Linh Ung Pagoda.

® Linh Ung Bai But pagoda was placed the first stone on June 19th, 2004 lunar, after 6 years of
construction, on July 30th, 2010, the pagoda was official inaugurated. Linh Ung Bai But pagoda is
considered as a work stamped development footprint of Buddhism in Vietnam in the XXI century and a
meeting place of heaven and earth’s sacred air and people’s heart.

= Lunch at Indian Restaurant.

® Being the tallest Buddha statue in Vietnam, Lady Buddha Da Nang is located at Linh Ung Pagoda on
Son Tra Peninsula in Da Nang. Lady Buddha Da Nang statue is inside Linh Ung pagoda courtyard with
a height of 67m, the lotus diameter is 35m, equivalent to a 30-storey building.

= Later, transfer for Basket Boat Ride. Enjoy the most unique attraction of Vietnam.

= Later proceed for orientation tour of Hoi An.

= This only remains of Japanese culture is now considered as a symbol of Hoi An. Taking a walk on the
street along the Hoai River, enjoy the night life of Hoi An Town. Colourful lanterns are hung on in front
of the houses, across the streets and paths all around the town, which is going to make you feel peaceful,



serene and want to last this walk forever. Our tour ends with mesmerizing Lanter Boat Ride. Immerse
yourself in Hoi An extraordinary local culture on this trip by night boat. Travel through the city, and feel
the magical sensation of release your own lantern to the sky as your destination

It is a
temple dedicated to Confucius in Hanoi, northern Vietnam. It honours Vietnam's finest scholars, and
also offers visitors a chance to see a rare example of well-preserved traditional Vietnamese architecture.
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Later, we will proceed for Cyclo Tour at the Old Quarter to experience the exciting local daily life of
Hanoians. You'll have a chance to explore Hanoi architectures, local life and traffics.
