A settlement has stood on this village since medieval times although much of the current village dates
from the 18th and 19th centuries, having been developed to house workers from nearby slate quarries.

Sit back and relax on this hour-long trip on what is known as the
Queen of Scottish Lochs. Enjoy spectacular views of the magnificent Ben Lomond and the highland
boundary fault line as you enter into the Scottish Highlands from the Lowlands.
