Day 1:- Arrive Colombo / Transfer to Dambulla (Approx 160kms/ 3.30hrs).  

             Visit Dambulla Cave Temple. 

(Breakfast, Lunch at Restaurant & Dinner at Hotel) 

 Welcome to Sri Lanka, clear immigration and proceed to Dambulla. 

 Enroute Breakfast at Indian Restaurant. 

 Transfer to Dambulla. 

 Arrive Dambulla and proceed for Lunch at Indian Restaurant. 

 Post Lunch, transfer to the hotel. 

 Arrive at hotel and Check in. 

 In the evening, proceed to visit Dambulla Cave Temple.  
 



 

 Dambulla cave is a vast isolated rock mass 500 feet high and a mile around the base. Here is found the 

famous Rock Temple dating to the First Century B.C. In the first Cave is a recumbent image of the 

Buddha 47ft long cut out of the Rock. There are images of deities associated with Buddhism all around. 

 Transfer back to the hotel. 

 Dinner & Overnight in Dambulla. 

 

Day 2:- Visit Sigiriya Rock Fortress.  Depart Dambulla / Arrive Kandy.  

             Visit Gems Gallery & Kandy Cultural Show.  

        (Breakfast & Dinner at Hotel / Lunch at Restaurant) 

 After breakfast at hotel, check out and get ready to visit Sigiriya Rock Fortress. 

 Sigiriya is a “World Heritage Site” and the 5th Century “Fortress in the Sky” which is perhaps the most 

fantastic single wonder of the Island. It is also known as Lion Rock because of the huge lion that used to 

stand at the entrance to the Palace on the summit of the 600-foot high rock. On its summit are the 

foundations of the Royal Palace, Water Tanks to supply water and all other buildings and at the edges 

the guardhouses.  

 Lunch at Indian Restaurant. 
 

    

 

 Post Lunch, drive to Kandy.  



 Arrive Kandy and proceed to visit Gems Gallery. 

 Sri Lanka has been referred to as Ratna Dvipa, island of gems from ages past. Famed for excellent Sri 

Lankan blue sapphires, no less beautiful are the cat’s eyes, Alexandrites, rubies, star stones and various 

other precious and semi- precious gems found here. 

 Later, get ready to witnesses the colorful Kandy Cultural Show.    

 It is Sri Lankan Arts, Dance & Cultural Heritage Show that is a must see for any visitor. Dance 

techniques unique to areas of the island are usually passed on from generation to generation. These 

Dances are performed at local ceremonies and rituals using drums and costumes that are unique to each 

area. Among the attractions are the Dances depicting the majestic walk of the elephant, colorful 

performance of the peacock and the mystical movements of the cobra. 

 Arrive at hotel and Check in. 

 Dinner & Overnight in Kandy. 

 

Day 3:- City Tour of Kandy with Temple of the Sacred Tooth Relic. Visit Spice Garden.  

             Depart Kandy / Arrive Nuwara Eliya. Enroute Visit Ramboda Falls & Ramboda  

             Hanumanji Temple. 

     (Breakfast & Dinner at Hotel / Pizza Lunch at Restaurant) 

 After breakfast at hotel, check out and proceed for City Tour of Kandy. 

 Visit Temple of the Sacred Tooth Relic - ever since 4th Century A.D, when the Buddha's Tooth was 

brought to Sri Lanka hidden from sacrilegious hands in an Orissan princess' hair, the Relic has grown in 

repute and holiness in Sri Lanka and throughout the Buddhist world. It is considered Sri Lanka's most 

prized possession. 

 

   
 

 We will then continue with City Tour of Kandy.   

 Known as the spice island, Sri Lanka has many famous spice gardens. Visit cinnamon, pepper, 

cardamom and nutmeg gardens where Sri Lanka's spice story can be seen, smelled and tasted at the 

source. 

 Pizza Lunch at Restaurant.  

 Post lunch, depart Kandy and proceed to Nuwara Eliya. 

 Enroute visit Hanumanji Temple in Ramboda and Ramboda Falls. 

 Located on a summit of the picturesque mountain in Ramboda, the Sri Bhakta Hanuman Temple is one 

of the important Hanuman Temples in Sri Lanka. 18ft statue of Lord Hanuman towers at the 

entrance which is the tallest Hanuman statue in Sri Lanka. This temple was constructed in 1999 and it is 

believed that Hanuman was searching for Sita Devi and still there are some Ramayana facts available in 

this area e.g. a village called “Ravana Goda” close to this Bhakta Hanuman Temple. 

 



  
 

 The Tamil word for Ramboda, Rampadai, means “Rama’s force”, this is why Ramboda is believed to be 

the area where Rama collected his troops. Also it is believed this was the place where Lord Hanuman 

took rest while on his way to search Sita. 

 Later Visit Ramboda Falls. This majestic waterfall is a true highlight of Sri Lanka's natural beauty. With 

its cascading waters and lush surroundings, it offers a serene escape surrounded by misty mountains and 

lush greenery. 

 In the evening, arrive Nuwara Eliya. 

 Arrive at hotel and check in. 

 Dinner & Overnight in Nuwara Eliya. 

 

Day 4:- Visit Seetha Amman Temple and Ashoka Vatika. Victoria Park & Gregory Lake with  

             Boat Ride. Hakgala Botanical Garden.   

(Breakfast & Dinner at Hotel / Lunch at Restaurant) 

 Today after Breakfast, we will proceed for some of the most famous sightseeing in and around Nuwara 

Eliya. 

 Visit Seetha Amman Temple / Ashoka Vatika. 

 

  
 

 Seetha Amman Temple is located halfway between the highland village Sita Eliya. The place where Sita 

lived most of the time of her captivity on the island of Lanka. After she refused to stay in Ravana's 

magnificent palace she was transferred to Ashok Vatika or Ashokavanam where she lived under Ashoka 

trees. 

 Later visit Gregory Lake for Boat Ride. 



 Gregory Lake in Nuwara Eliya is a peaceful attraction surrounded by cool-climate greenery and misty 

hills. The lake offers scenic views and relaxing activities such as boat rides, cycling paths and lakeside 

walks. It is an ideal spot to unwind, enjoy fresh air, and experience the charming atmosphere of Sri 

Lanka’s hill country. 

  

 Lunch at Indian Restaurant. 

 Post Lunch, we will proceed to Victoria Park & Hakgala Botanical Gardens. 

 Victoria Park, located in the heart of Nuwara Eliya, is one of Sri Lanka’s most charming and well-

maintained public gardens. Established during the British colonial period in honor of Queen Victoria’s 

60th Jubilee, the park spans over 25 acres of manicured lawns, colorful flowerbeds, and serene walking 

paths. It’s also a paradise for birdwatchers, especially during the migratory season.  

 

    
 

 Four miles south east of Nuwara Eliya is another prominent peak, Hakgala. At its foot lie the Hakgala 

Botanical Gardens, and above it is the Hakgala Strict Nature Reserve. The gardens 55 acres in extent is 

smaller and less exotic than the Peradeniya Royal Botanical Gardens, but at 5,600 feet (1,707 meters) 

elevation the species of flora are quite different. 

 Transfer back to the hotel. 

 Dinner & Overnight in Nuwara Eliya.  

 

Day 5:- Depart Nuwara Eliya / Arrive Ella. Visit Ravana Falls 
             Photo-stop at Nine Arch Bridge & Ella Gap. 
                                                                          (Breakfast & Dinner at Hotel / Lunch at Restaurant) 

 After breakfast at hotel, check out and proceed to Ella. 

 En-route Witness Ravana Falls - 25-meter waterfall, framed by lush greenery. 



 Crash of water off the Ella rock face, Ravana Falls is a roadside stunner with pools for a quick dip and 

Ramayana lore nearby. According to legend, it is said that Ravana had kidnapped princess Sita, and had 

hidden her in the caves behind this waterfall, now simply known as the Ravana Ella Cave. 

 Later arrive for lunch at Indian restaurant. 

 

  
 

 Post lunch, visit Nine Arches Bridge that straddles the green hills between Ella and Demodara stations. 

It's also one of the best examples of colonial-era construction and an incredible architectural feat. It is 

also known as the 'Bridge in the Sky' constructed by connecting two bog mountains.  

 Our last stop for today will be at Ella Gap. 

 Ella Gap is a scenic location situated between the mountains of Ella. Its location gives amazing views of 

the valleys across Ella.  

 Later, arrive at hotel and check in. 

 Dinner & Overnight in Ella.  

 

Day 6:- Depart Ella / Arrive Galle. Visit Galle Dutch Fort.  
             Depart Galle / Arrive Bentota.  Maadu River Boat Ride & Kosgoda Turtle Hatchery.         
                                                        (Breakfast & Dinner at Hotel / Pizza Lunch at Restaurant) 

 After breakfast at hotel, check out and transfer to Galle. 

 Arrive Galle and visit Galle Dutch Fort. 

 

  
 

 It is a historical archaeological and architectural heritage monument. Even after more than 437 years, it 

maintains a polished appearance.  Galle has been emporium of foreign trade since the dawn of 



commerce.  The historian Sir Emerson Tennant claimed that Galle was the ancient biblical city of 

Tarshish. This city is said to have traded with King Solomon, the Persians and the Egyptians. 

 Pizza Lunch at Local Restaurant.   

 We then proceed to Bentota. 

 Proceed for Maadu River Boat Ride.  

 It offers a calm and authentic river experience in the heart of Srinka’s southern wetlands. The boat rides 

through beautiful mangrove tunnels, open lakes & small river islands rich in wildlife & local culture.  

During the ride, you may visit Cinnamon island, fish therapy pools, spot crocodiles, water birds & enjoy 

peaceful moments surrounded by nature. 

 We then proceed to Kosgoda Turtle Hatchery. 

 It is a turtle conservation center located along the coast of the Indian Ocean at Kosgoda. It is one of the 

must-visit places in Bentota during your Sri Lanka Tour. The main aim of the project is to monitor local 

sea turtle activity and conserve the local nesting sites.  It makes public more aware of how endangered 

these beautiful creatures are and just how important it is to help protect them before it is too late. 

 Later, arrive at Bentota hotel and check in. 

 Dinner & Overnight in Bentota. 

 

Day 7:- Depart Bentota / Arrive Colombo. Colombo City Tour with Gangaramaya Temple.  
             Drop off to Airport. 
                                                                  (Breakfast at Hotel / Lunch & Dinner at Restaurant) 

 After breakfast at hotel, check out and transfer to Colombo.  

 Arrive Colombo and proceed for City Tour of Colombo. 

 The City tour will be a drive through the city taking you to the busy commercial areas as well as the 

tree-lined residential, Cinnamon Gardens. Visit Fort, the former British administrative centre and 

military garrison, Sea Street - the Goldsmith’s quarters in the heart of Pettah, the Bazaar area, where is 

also a Hindu Temple with elaborate stone carvings and the Dutch Church of Wolfendhal dating back to 

1749.  

 Visit famous Gangaramaya Temple.  

 Gangaramaya is one of the oldest Buddhist temples in Colombo, started by the famous scholar monk 

Hikkaduwe Sri Sumangala Nayaka Thera in the late 19th Century. 

 Galboda Gnanissara, who worked to make the Gangaramaya what it is today: much more than a temple 

in the conventional term, but a place of worship, a seat of learning and a cultural centre 

 

  

 

 Lunch at Indian Restaurant. 

 Post Lunch, enjoy free time at Galle Face Green. From watching the sunset to playing around with kites 

and indulging in Sri Lankan street food, Galle Face Green offers a mix of relaxation, fun and something 

for everyone.
